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The Government of Lao PDR and Australia, with support from 
the European Union, have implemented the Basic Education 
Quality and Access (BEQUAL) program in Lao PDR since 
2015. This program, running until 2019, aims to provide 
better quality education for 450,000 children, particularly for 
children living in remote areas, contributing to achieving 
SDG4. This seminar will discuss the results that have been 
made so far as well as challenges present which this 
program needs to take into consideration in order to 
achieve its goals. The seminar will further provide suggestions 
to provide better quality education to Lao children in a 
sustainable way.
